Rochdale Council will announce the result of Phase 2 of the consultation on cuts to jobs and services on 26th January.  Many of our members and their families have had a very difficult Christmas break wondering whether their jobs would be safe. 





The protests and campaigning that Rochdale UNISON members did along with our friends and colleagues in other unions and local charities helped to hasten the demise of the Rochdale Lib-Dem/Tory Coalition at the end of last year.  8 Councillors have now left the Lib Dems in Rochdale including Councillor Couzens who was the portfolio holder for finance. 





We now have a minority Labour administration in charge in Rochdale. Until they propose a new budget we will not know all of the detail of how they intend to run services in our town. 





At present the proposal for a 2.5% pay cut and massive changes to our terms and conditions has not been withdrawn.  The results of our indicative ballot for industrial action against these attacks will be released shortly.





UNISON will continue to campaign to protect our members and hope that the change of Council will also mean a change in approach to the workforce and the vital services we provide.
